Program materials, including application and eligibility requirements, are sent to schools and learning institutions, and a committee of AHRC members evaluates all the applications using a point system.  
Award recipients (educators, principals, learning center directors) are invited to attend an AHRC meeting to present photos and videos of the project/supplies/program being used by the students and participate in Q&A sessions with club members.   
- Almost all the club members will participate in serving meals at Ronald McDonald House.    

	will transfers of funds to international partners be handled: Ou club treasurer will safeguard the funds and track the expenditures through our cub's bank account.  Expenditures are reviewed during the monthly board meetings.  
	purchased: The scope of STEP projects is a wide array of subjects and disciplines, including science, math, literature, public speaking, anti-bullying, sports, music, other arts, and special needs.  STEP awards may fund a myriad of educational necessities including books, teaching materials, student and classroom equipment, adaptive learning equipment for special needs students, after-school programs, etc.  Among the schools our club supports in the Canyon Hills School, which serves special needs students who have moderate to severe disabilities.   
Through STEP, our club may also support (depending on school's decision to hold the program) Canyon High School's Every 15 Minutes, a "two-day program focusing on high school juniors and seniors, which challenges them to think about driving while drunk, personal safety, and the responsibility of making mature decisions. Along with alcohol-related crashes, it focuses on the impact that their decisions would have on family and friends."
